My guess is that none of the families who helped start this camp in 1944 could imagine the lasting 
impact.   Little did they know, 75 years later, this young lady would return for a second summer.  God had 
been softening her heart and she surrendered her life to Him.  A life has been changed.

This anniversary year has had me thinking a lot about 
EIBC’s future.   I’ve felt strongly for a while that “this is 
just the beginning.”  I believe Christian camping is more 
relevant than ever, and with that in mind, we feel called 
to grow to reach even more.  

We kicked off our MOMENTUM fundraising campaign at 
the 75th anniversary in August.  Since then, we have 
identified the next priority for future growth.   We want 
to raise $250,000 in 2020 to get the shell of our 
Multi-Purpose Building built.  When fully completed, this 
structure will include a gym, locker rooms, kitchen, 
dining, and bunk rooms.  This will give us the ability to 
serve larger retreat groups, increase dining space, 
improve recreation, expand activities on rainy days, and 
open the door to serve 2 groups simultaneously.  This will be a HUGE move toward more changed lives!

As we finish 2019, I am asking you to help us make Phase 1 of this campaign a reality.  If you are a regular 
giver, please consider making a donation to the MOMENTUM campaign above and beyond what you 
would normally give.

On Saturday, August 10th, hundreds gathered to give God praise for 75 years of His faithfulness here. In 
addition to record camper numbers, we saw 91 kids give their life to Christ.
